Glendale Show Announces New Team Member
The Glendale Agricultural Society has expanded its team with the appointment of new Show Secretary, Rachael Smith.  Attracting in the region of 15,000 visitors, The Glendale Show, is the largest annual agricultural show and countryside event in North Northumberland. Rachael who was born and brought up in Glendale and now lives in Wooler will work alongside colleagues Sarah Nelson and Martha Goldie to ensure that this rural showcase continues to grow from strength to strength. 
Sarah Nelson who has been The Society’s and Show Secretary for the last ten years, will remain Company Secretary of the Society and will take on a new role as Project Manager of the Children's Countryside Day. Martha Goldie will work as Assistant Secretary to both Rachael and Sarah.  All of the team work part-time and are based in the Cheviot Centre in Wooler.

The Glendale Show is a celebration of rural living and includes livestock classes, rural crafts, cooking demonstrations and a host of live entertainment. In recent year's the Children's Day has become an increasingly important part of the event bringing over 1500 children from inner city schools to learn about life in the countryside.
Planning such a large show requires careful organisation so Rachael’s previous experience as a PA with local firms, Glendale PR and Marketing and Sale & Partners undoubtedly stands her in good stead. Her new role is diverse and brings with it a range of responsibilities which includes the organisation of a full programme of attractions in the showground and main arena as well as co-coordinating over 200 trade stands.  In association with the chief Livestock Steward and Equine Secretary, she will be required to draw up the Livestock and Equine Schedule in accordance with current legislation and the requirements of the Breed Societies and the Society. She will also be involved in the show's sponsorship drive, advertising programme and online marketing.  

Now in its 117th year preparations are already underway for this year’s show being held on Monday 31st August and Rachael is looking forward to being part of this team:  "Having lived locally for many years, I am well aware of the importance of the show and how it contributes to promoting rural affairs in the area.” 
Commenting on Rachael's appointment Tom Comber, Chairman of the Glendale Agricultural Society says, "Planning the Glendale Show is a huge undertaking and Rachael's excellent organisational skills will be a great asset to our expanding organisation. We are delighted to have her on board and I know she will be instrumental in helping take both The Show and The Society forward. "
