	HAZARD or ACTIVITY ON THE SHOWGROUND
	RISKS ASSOCIATED WITH THE HAZARDS
	POTENTIAL TO CAUSE HARM
	CONTROLS ALREADY IN PLACE AND ACTION REQUIRED BY VISITORS

	Running Children
	Slipping, tripping, falling.
	Low
	Children must be adequately supervised and instructed not to run on the site.



	Wet Grass
	Slipping, falling, sprains.
	Low
	Supervisors and children should be aware of the possibility of wet grass and take adequate precautions against slipping and falling.



	Uneven Grass Surfaces
	Slipping, falling, sprains.
	Low
	Supervisors and children should take care when walking on the grass and wear sensible footwear.

	Climbing of Objects

(Children)
	Falling, broken limbs.
	High
	Children must be adequately supervised and instructed not to climb walls, gates and other objects on the site.

	Animals
	Infection, biting, crushing, kicking.
	High
	All animals on site are properly controlled and supervised. Visitors should not touch the animals unless encouraged by their handlers. Hands should be washed thoroughly with soap and water after touching animals. Teachers should supervise children washing their hands to ensure it is carried out thoroughly. Hand-washing stations are situated next to the animal area and the Lunch Tent.  Sanitising gel is also located round the field. No eating or drinking should take place in the animal area. Visitors should NOT kiss the animals.

	Bees
	Stings.
	Low
	Bees are a natural inhabitant of the countryside and pose no risk unless provoked. Supervisors and children should obey any signs on display and the keeper’s instructions.

	Lost Children
	Panic, loss of control.
	Low
	Any “missing” child should be reported immediately, both to the nearest Steward and to the Stewards’ Tent, either in person or by ringing 07967 297477. Pupils should be advised that if they become separated from their group, they should go to the nearest demonstration/activity and inform the adult in charge or speak to a Steward. All “lost children” will be taken to the Child Protection Officer or to the Stewards’ Tent. All children should be told to stay in pairs at all times.

	Machinery
	Trapping, abrasion, injury.
	High
	All machinery in use in demonstrations and displays is guarded to comply with current regulations. Supervisors should ensure that they and children in their care do not touch any machinery and comply with any safety notices and observe the restrictions of any barriers that may be in place.

	Chemicals and Substances
	Inhalation, skin contact, eye contact.
	High
	All substances and chemicals in use on the site are safe and free from risk when used in a proper manner. Visitors will not be exposed to risks from substances used on displays and at demonstrations.

	Infection
	Various.
	Low
	Supervisors should be aware that there is always a risk from infection in any environment, the countryside and agricultural establishments are no exception. Supervisors should ensure that they and children in their care, wash their hands thoroughly with soap and water after touching animals and before handling food and drink. It is advisable to ensure that any existing cuts and abrasions are protected by a dressing.

	Aggressive Visitors
	Injury.
	Low
	Stewards are instructed to ensure that any aggressive visitors are removed from the site.

	LPG/Petrol
	Fire, explosion.
	High
	The use of LPG and petrol driven equipment is monitored and controlled by the Site. No other similar equipment will be allowed on site unless as part of a display and by prior agreement with the event organiser.

	Electrical Equipment
	Fire, electrocution.
	High
	Visitors should not touch or interfere with electrical equipment. All electrical equipment brought onto site will be by prior arrangement with the event organiser.



	Straying into Prohibited Areas
	Unidentified hazards.
	Low
	Supervisors should ensure that children are instructed not to go beyond the designated areas.

	Displays and Demonstrations
	Various.
	Low
	Organisers of displays and demonstrations are controlled by their own risk assessments and are monitored by the event organisers, unless under direct instruction by the event organisers.

	Fire
	Various.
	High
	In case of fire in marquees, supervisors should ensure that they and children in their care leave by the nearest exit and go to a safe place. Supervisors should ensure that a roll call is taken of their charges.

	Site Traffic
	Various.
	Low
	Traffic in the activity area will be restricted to essential vehicles. Any other vehicles will not be allowed access to the area for the duration of the event.
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
